F or months on end,
society folk have been
speculating about the

happenings at Nita
Ambani’s 50th birthday cele-
brations in Jodhpur on
November 1. We have many
insider details of the 
occasion. Around noon on
October 31, a planeload of
people will fly from Mumbai
to Rajasthan for the festivi-
ties. While a party will be
hosted on the same day by
the Ambani twins — Akash
and Isha — and their
younger brother Anant for
their circle of close friends,
the next day — that happens
to be Nita’s birthday — there
will be a puja.

A source says, “Dhanteras
falls on November 1 this
year. It is an auspicious day
and the Ambanis will have a
puja around 4.45 in the
evening. After this, Nita
and her daughter Isha —
both professionally trained
classical dancers — will do a
recital for their select guest
list of around 175 people.’’

Incidentally, the Ambani
family feels this birthday is
extra special for Nita, not
only because it is her golden
one, but also because it falls
on Dhanteras, the exact
same occasion that marked
her birth. Yes, she was born
on Dhanteras.

Besides cricketers, some
royals and their friends
from their social circle, two
prominent Bollywood
names — AR Rahman and
Shah Rukh Khan — are also
on the guest list.

N ikunj Malik, the actress

‘Naam mitti mein mila
ke rakh degi, shaadi karwado,’
they’d keep telling my dad. But
my dad was okay with me going
to Chennai at that time, and so I
went. Then I wanted to do post
graduation, phir aur tamasha.

But I did it anyway.
However, by then, I was the

girl child who should have been
killed way before I was born in
the eyes of my relatives. I got
through IIM for my PhD, but
such was the situation at home,
I never took it up. That mollified
them, and beech mein sab
shaant ho gaya tha. I got this
offer to participate in the reality
TV show Rahul Dulhaniya Le
Jayenge, which I did quietly —
no one knew about it but my
parents, and when half the
show was shot, and the promos
came out, all hell broke loose at
my home.
